If you know of any 
job vacancies, please let us know and we will post them there for 
our new immigrants to find. If you know somebody who is looking 
for a job, refer them to that board as well.  
2) Every person here has connections with other people, and 
might know of employers who are looking to hire workers. We 
have a small list of people that we currently forward resumes on 
to, but we could probably expand this list. If you know anybody 
who is regularly looking for employees, please let us know so 
that we can add them to our list. 

Let’s be in prayer for our immigrants (and our local business 
owners and employers) that God might help us bring the right 
people together to help these immigrants.

Before your eyes 
glaze over, this book doesn’t tell you not to use social media but how 
you can use it in a God-centred way. It is filled with lots of humour, but 
also with sobering statistics.

Liking Jesus: intimacy and contentment in a selfie-centered world 
- by Craig Groeschel

Set down your selfie stick and pick up this book instead! Having 
phones and computers at our fingertips can be amazing, but it also 
causes plenty of struggles in our lives. You won’t hear the author tell 
us to discard the techie toys you’ve grown to love, but you will be 
challenged to put your device in its rightful place. Through story 
telling, lots of humour and biblical truths, this is a compelling and 
thought-provoking book.
