If you know anybody 
who is regularly looking for employees, please let us know so 
that we can add them to our list.

This will be the last Afghan family for the foreseeable future.  We need 
two things:

1) Money
While we have enough in the Refugee Fund to support the families 
who are already here, we will probably need to dip into the church's 
reserves to support this new family.  So if you are able, please give 
generously to the Refugee Fund.

2) Furniture and household fittings
Furnishing three houses or apartments in the last two months has 
seriously depleted our supplies. So we would welcome donations of 
all sorts of furniture and household equipment - particularly beds, 
mattresses in good condition, couches and coffee tables.

PAC 2023 Dry Bean Drive Final Results
Hello church family. For most of us, Christmas 2023 is fast becoming a 
distant memory. And, except that I’m reminding you here, you could 
also forget that in the Advent weeks leading up to Christmas, PAC 
held a ‘Dry Bean Fund Drive’. The purpose of this fund drive was to 
raise funds to help provide food for those in Manitoba who are having 
difficulty doing this for themselves. Our plan was to use the money we 
raised to purchase dry peas in bulk, which we would then donate to 
Harvest Manitoba. Harvest Manitoba, in turn, would re-distribute these 
peas to food banks and soup kitchens in and around Winnipeg.

So how did we do in our fund drive? Well, I’m glad you asked! During 
the 2023 Drive itself, we raised $6,129. Together with a little money 
we had left over from the previous year’s drive, we had a total of 
$6,198.16 to spend on dry peas. With this money, we bought a total of 
8,250 kg. of whole yellow dry peas, which we expect Harvest 
Manitoba to take delivery of likely end of next week. For those of you 
who relate better to lbs. than kg., 8,250 kg. translates to
approximately 18,188 lbs. of dry peas!

We thank God for showering us with material blessings, and 
particularly for those who were willing to share these blessings with 
others by contributing to this project!
