As we all know, sexuality and gender is a big topic in our society 
these days.  Although not our favourite topic, as Christians we do 
need to be informed and take the time to know what God’s word 
says.  Below are a few new up-to-date books for children, 
parents and adults that I really encourage you to take a look at.  
For children and parents:

1. God made boys and girls: helping children understand the 
gift of gender / by Marty Machowski
The story begins as the girls and boys at Grace Christian School 
are discussing if boys will always be boys and girls will always be 
girls. Their teacher explains that God gives each of us the gift of 
being male or female before we are born, and that you continue 
to be a boy or a girl whether you like to climb trees or play house, 
play tag or color pictures, cause a ruckus or sit quietly.

In a world where there is so much confusion about gender and 
identity, pastor and best-selling author Marty Machowski shares 
the simple, clear truth that all of us are made in God's image as 
either male or female-and what God made is very good!

2. Learning about sex series: for girls and their parents
A series that teaches preschool and young girls about God's 
great gifts to us as males and females and how we are uniquely 
made to love and serve Him.  We have two books in this series – 
Why boys and girls are different, and, Where do babies come 
from? 

3. Holy sexuality and the Gospel : sex, desire, and 
relationships shaped by God's grand story / by Christopher Yuan 
(for adults)
From the author of "Out of a Far Country", which details his 
dramatic conversion from an agnostic gay man who now put his 
identity in his sexuality in Christ alone, comes a gospel-centered 
discussion of sex, desire, and relationships. Dr. Christopher Yuan 
explores the concept of holy sexuality: chastity in singleness or 
faithfulness in marriage-in a practical and relevant manner, 
equipping readers with an accessible yet robust theology of 
sexuality. Whether you want to share Christ with a loved one who 
identifies as gay or you're wrestling with questions of identity 
yourself, this book will help you better understand sexuality in 
light of God's grand story and realize that holy sexuality is 
actually good news for all.
