The Canada Asia Network has been in operation for several years, 
under the direction of [name redacted online]. He became a follower 
of Jesus while studying to be a radiologist in Afghanistan. He met 
some Koreans who invited him to their home to read the Bible. After 2 
years of studying the Bible, he became a Christian. He was one of the 
early believers whose work developed the evangelistic, church body 
building mission that became the Afghan House Church Network in 
Afghanistan and surrounding countries. 

Three years ago he and his family were refugees in Dubai, and 
Portage Avenue Church sponsored them to arrive in Canada. After his 
arrival in Canada he asked for help. Individuals and churches helped 
by creating a new agency, the Canada Asia Network.  

We at Portage Avenue Church have become sisters and brothers to 
his family, as well as supporters of this mission. They are continuing to 
work at developing and establishing Afghan believers in and around 
Afghanistan. It is amazing how the Lord is blessing this new network 
of believers who are being persecuted for placing their faith in Jesus.
