I am writing to share that I have met with our lead pastor (Pastor 
Jedidiah) and the head of our personnel team (Kathy Fehr), and we 
have recommended and approved a four-week leave of absence for 
Jeremy Penner, effective Wednesday February 18th through to 
March 18th.

• Prayer: We invite you to join us in prayer for Jeremy, Jessica 
and kids-praying for strength, healing, and a deep sense of 
peace during this season of rest.
